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The Nebraska Masonic Home is a highly respected facility with an excellent 

reputation in the healthcare industry.  The Board of Trustees and The 

Masonic Home staff deserves high praise for the 108 years of quality care 

provided to Masons and their female relatives. 
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This building/renovation project is a big step forward as we have been 

working on the plans with the architects since 2007, but respectfully waited 

to begin the public fundraising for this project until the economy re-

stabilized.  The project began in June 2011. 
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    The Existing Plan: 

Å   The brown area is the Alzheimer/Dementia Special Care Unit. 

Å   The blue area is the Spencer Wing with the Nursing Care Center on 

the 3rd Floor and Assisted Living Center on the 2nd Floor. 

Å   The green area is the 1962 Wing that houses Maintenance,      

 Supervisor Offices, Laundry and the Physical Therapy Room. 

Å   The yellow area is Assisted Living Apartments on 3rd and 4th Floors,  

Administration Offices on 2nd Floor and the current main dining area 

for apartment residents on 1st Floor. 

    The Project Plan: 

Å   The pink area is the 1924 Wing that will be turned into six 

2-bedroom, 2-bathroom 830 sq. ft. apartments and three 660 sq. ft.  

1-bedroom apartments, resident and facility storage. That wing has not 

been renovated since 1978, so it is time for it to get a complete 

renovation. 

Å   The orange area is the new 3-floor addition that will provide 2nd and 

3rd Floor Spencer Wing Dining/Activity Rooms and relocate the main 

kitchen to a more central location.  
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Here is the living/dining area of an existing Assisted Living apartment . . . 

392 sq. ft., lovely and nicely arranged. 
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Same apartment . . . kitchenette and bedroom areas. 
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This is an Assisted Living Center room . . . a private, single occupancy room. 
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The 3rd Floor Spencer Wing Nursing Care Center has private and companion 

rooms. 
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The other side of the room . . . in the Nursing  Care Center.  As you can tell, 

our rooms are lovely. 



The Alzheimerôs/Dementia Special Care Unit provides fourteen private rooms 

in this spacious secure environment which opened in 2001. 
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Residentsô rooms in the Alzheimerôs/Dementia Special Care Unit. 
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Even though the existing facility photos you have just seen are gracious and 

lovely . . . the new construction will address the above concerns. 
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Our existing dietary service area is located on 1st Floor in the pink portion of 

the floor plan on Page 3 . . . which requires that the foods are prepared and 

then transported by cart to the area where the residents are served their 

meals.  This kitchen will be downsized to become a serving-out kitchen for 

our Assisted Living Apartment Residents. 
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A new preparation kitchen will be located in the smaller square of the 

orange addition which will greatly reduce transportation of food as the 

preparation will take place adjacent to the new dining/activity room on 2nd 

Floor.  
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Zooming in on the 2nd Floor of the addition (shown in blue and green) you will 

also see that a service elevator is in the plan.  This elevator will allow for 

Maintenance, Dietary and Housekeeping traffic to be diverted from the 

elevators used by the residents and their guests. 
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The plan will allow for the relocating of the nursesô stations on 2nd and 3rd 

Floors of the Spencer Wing allowing a more spacious and attractive 

waiting area for residents and guests near the elevator before they enter 

the dining room on both of these floors.
